The crater came to the
attention of scientists
following its discovery by
European settlers in the 19th
century. It was dubbed the
Canyon Diablo crater, after
Canyon Diablo,

also assumed a large portion
of the meteorite should be
buried in the crater and that
this would generate a large
magnetic anomaly. Gilbert’s
calculations showed that the
volume of the crater and the
debris on the rim were
roughly equivalent, so that
the mass of the hypothetical

metallic meteorite.
Barringer’s company, the
Standard Iron Company,
received a patent signed by
Theodore Roosevelt for
640 acres around the center
of the crater in 1903. In 1906
Roosevelt authorized the
establishment of a newly
named Meteor, Arizona, post
office (the closest post

Arizona, the closest
community to the
crater in the late
1800s, about 12 miles
northwest of the
crater. It was
originally thought that
the crater was caused
by volcanic forces.
This was not an
unreasonable
assumption, as the San
Francisco volcanic

office before was
30 miles away in
Winslow).

Standard Iron
Company conducted
research on the
crater’s origins
between 1903 and
1905. It concluded that
the crater had indeed
been caused by an
impact. Barringer’s

field lies only about
40 miles to the west.

In 1891 Grove
Karl Gilbert, chief geologist
for the U.S. Geological
Survey, investigated the crater
and concluded that it was the
result of a volcanic steam
explosion. Gilbert had
assumed that if it were an
impact crater then the volume
of the crater, as well as
meteoritic material, should be
present on the rim. Gilbert

meteorite was missing.
Further there were no
magnetic anomalies. Gilbert
argued that the meteorite
fragments found on the rim
were coincidental.

In 1903, mining engineer
and businessman Daniel M.
Barringer suggested that the
crater had been produced by
the impact of a large iron-

arguments were met
with skepticism, as
there was a reluctance
at the time to consider
the role of meteorites in
terrestrial geology. He
persisted and sought to bolster
his theory by locating the
remains of the meteorite.
Barringer, who in 1894 was
one of the investors who made
$15 million in the
Commonwealth silver mine at
