in a gun battle with deputy marshals
near Arapaho, Oklahoma Territory,
on March 4, 1896. Dynamite Dick
Clifton was arrested on a whiskey
charge in Texas and returned to
Guthrie.
Then on July 5, 1896, Bill Doolin,
Dynamite Dick, and twelve other
prisoners escaped from the Guthrie
jail. Doolin was able to make it back
to Lawson, Oklahoma Territory,

where Edith was staying with her
folks. There, on August 24, 1896,
Doolin was ambushed and killed by
a shotgun blast from Deputy
Marshal Heck Thomas.
Dynamite Dick Clifton and Little
Dick West were all that was left of
the Wild Bunch. They would go on
and join up with the Jennings Gang,
but would eventually be tracked
down and killed by lawmen. Deputies
killed Clifton on November 7, 1897,
and Heck Thomas tracked down and
killed Little Dick West on April 8,
1898.
