and save their money.”
The sheepman’s life was

always solitary, but it was
especially lonesome for the
immigrant Basque who had
no family with him. Stories
abounded of Basque herders
who, despairing of ever
seeing their loved ones again,
committed suicide or went
insane. But most survived
the hardships and solitude.

They left a legacy of
independence and
dedication to their four-
legged charges best
dramatized in the story of a
lone Basque who discovered
that a black bear was in the
midst of his sheep. He sent
his trusty dog to scare off the
bear, but with a swipe of its
paw the bear killed the dog.
At this the herder
abandoned caution,
unsheathed his knife, strode
in and cut the marauder’s
throat.

ames Gamble’s crew
constructing the
telegraph line eastward

from California reached Salt
Lake City and linked lines with
the crew from Missouri at Fort

Bridger in present Wyoming
on October 24, 1861. The first
transcontinental telegraph
message was sent from San
Francisco by California’s
Supreme Court chief justice,
Stephen Johnson Field, to
President Lincoln in
Washington, D.C. Field
assured the president of
California’s allegiance to the
Union from 3,595 miles away.
Brigham Young had sent the
first telegraph message from
Salt Lake City to San
Francisco.

With the telegraph a
reality, the Pony Express
suspended operations. In its
18-and-one-half months of
operation, the Pony Express
lost an estimated $200,000 to

$500,000. One calculation
showed that each of the
34,753 pieces of mail it
carried over a combined
650,000 miles cost $16 to
deliver.

On the demise of the
Pony Express, the San
Francisco Pacific wrote:

“You came to us often
with tidings that made your
feet beautiful on. . .the
mountains. . . We have looked
for you as those who wait for
the morning, and how seldom
did you fail us! When days
were months and hours weeks,
how you thrilled us out of our
pain and suspense, to know the
best or know the worst! You
have served us well!”
