September 6, some of the men

stayed in the Millersberg Inn,

while the rest stayed at a farm

near Cannon City.

Five men were seen in

Dundas on September 7,

1876, at 10:00 a.m. At 11:00

a.m., they rode into

Northfield and loitered in

front of Scriver’s Hardware

Store until 12:00 noon, when

they entered J.G. Jeft’s for

lunch and refreshments.

At 2:00 p.m., three men

rode past the Ames Mill,

across the 4th Street Bridge,

tied their horses in front of the

bank, then sat on crates in

front of the Lee and

Hitchcock Dry Goods Store.

These men, Charlie Pitts, Bob

Younger and Frank James,

were detailed to enter the

bank and commit the robbery.

Cole Younger and Clell

Miller, who were to guard the

bank entrance, soon followed

these men.

The last group to ride

across the bridge included

Jesse James, Jim Younger, and

William Stiles. They were to

act as rear guard on Bridge

Square and then move to

Division Street south of the

bank to guard the gang’s

intended escape route.

When a local citizen

approached the bank, Miller

grabbed him. Pulling away,

the man ran down the street

screaming “Robbery!

Robbery!” Frank, Jim, Stiles,

Cole and Miller rode up and

down the street shooting into

the air to scare citizens and

create confusion during the

robbery.

Inside the bank, Jesse

and the others had their hands

full. When the cashier, Joseph

L. Heywood, told the gang

that a time lock controlled the

opening of the safe, he was hit

over the head by Pitts and then

slashed in the throat.

Employees Alonzo E. Bunker

and Frank J. Wilcox were

roughed up by Jessie and Bob.

Ironically, the time clock was

not in operation. The safe

door was closed with the bolts

in place, but the dial on the

safe was not turned.

In the confusion, Bunker

escaped out the back to warn

others of the robbery in

progress. Realizing that their

plans had failed, the three

bandits ran from the bank.

One of them turned and shot

Heywood. A vicious street

f ight ensued. Townsman

Nicholas Gustafson was slain,

but so were outlaws Miller and

Stiles. Bob Younger was

severely wounded and his

horse was killed. One of his

brothers picked him up under

heavy fire and galloped out of

town along with the other

survivors.
