lthough the Civil War
was largely fought east
of the Mississippi,

there were noteworthy
campaigns in the West as well.
They generally fell into three
main categories: the New
Mexico, Missouri, and Native
American campaigns.

In February 1861
Texans overrode the
wishes of Sam Houston,
voting more than three to
one to secede from the
Union and taking over the
federal stores and
weapons at San Antonio.
Emboldened by the move
of Union troops eastward
and the resignations of
over 300 federal officers
with Southern sympathies,
Texan leaders planned an
ambitious campaign to take
the New Mexico Territory,
Colorado, and California out
of the Union by force.

In summer 1861 Colonel
John Baylor led a Texan force

to occupy Fort Bliss and Fort
Fillmore in New Mexico,
announcing on August 1 that
southern New Mexico was
now the Confederate
Territory of Arizona. Henry
Hibley won another victory
for the Confederates at
Valverde on February 21,
1862, and captured Santa Fe
the next month.

The only major Union

force left was at Fort Union,
east of Santa Fe, which was
now reinforced by 900
volunteers (“Pike’s Peakers”)
from Colorado. Disobeying
orders to defend Fort Union,
Colonel Slough, the Pike’s
Peakers commander, marched

out to confront the Texans at
Glorietta Pass. On March 28,
1862, in a daring and
dangerous maneuver, 400
Pike’s Peakers circled around
the Texan force, destroying
their entire wagon train and
driving off their horses. With
more Union troops now
hurrying from California, the
Confederates were forced to
fall back, first to Santa Fe and

then into Texas. On July 4,
1862, New Mexico was
back in Union hands.
Because it ended the
Texan plan to win the
Southwest, the battle of
Glorietta Pass has been
called the “Gettysburg of
the West.”

Although Missouri had
elected the proslavery
Claiborne Jackson as
governor in 1860, his
subsequent demand for
secession was defeated heavily

he Spanish Influenza
virus swept the globe in
1918 as World War I

was nearing its end. It got its
name when Spain, a neutral
country, publicized the flu’s
devastating effects, which
combatant nations were
reluctant to admit.
Contemporary conditions
encouraged its spread, with
returning soldiers bringing it
back home and refugees
taking it across the world.

The first instances in the
United States took place at
Fort Riley, Kansas, in March
1918, when a soldier reported
fever, a sore throat, and a
headache. By midday there
were a hundred similar cases,
rising to 500 the next week,

with forty-eight fatalities. For
a few months the disease
slackened, but September
1918 brought a dreadful
resurgence, and by the end of
the year the death toll in
Kansas alone was 12,000.

The flu’s virulence was
frightening, and while many
died quickly, others suffered
slowly as fluid built up in their
lungs. Army Surgeon General
Dr. Victor Vaughan wrote:
“Every bed is full, yet others
crowd in. The faces wear a
bluish cast, a cough brings up
the blood-stained sputum.”

Scare stories pervaded
the country, many of them
based on fact. One report told
of four women playing bridge
one evening and three dying

the next morning. Schools
were closed, quarantines
imposed, and masks worn;
but the disease’s speed
defeated all efforts to
control it.

In October 1918 more
than 195,000 Americans died,
and a shortage of coffins and
morticians meant bodies were
sometimes left in gutters or
stacked on front porches.
Then, for no known reason,
the disease slowed. The
following year saw thousands
more dying, but the pandemic
had run its course. Over the
period 1918-19, more than 40
million people died
worldwide, including more
than 600,000 in the United
States.

The Spanish Flu Pandemic of 1918
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
