serpentine dance with a scarf
around her waist as her sole
attire. Her cast of leading
men constantly shifted, along
with her aliases and
addresses.

On September 18, 1925,
she was found nude in a run-
down flat, writhing on the
floor, her back a mass of
blisters after an accident with
a pan of boiling water. A needle
and morphine were strewn on
hertable. With her final breath,
the thirty-five-year-old fallen
princess asked for a jigger of
whiskey. The official cause of
her death was listed as “shock.”

A few nights later at the
Denver Public Library, a
lonely figure in motoring cap
and heavy boots, fingering a

simple cross where once had
hung diamonds, sat reading
the torrid newspaper
headlines about her girl.

Lilly’s quote (“I never
approved of her. She looked
at life so differently. I can see
no reason now why she

should be more to me than
just a dead woman down in
Chicago.”) was there, along
with the sordid descriptions
of the scene. For the rest of
her life, until she was found
frozen to death after a storm
at the Matchless in 1935,
Baby Doe insisted that Silver
was in a convent.

Silver Dollar Tabor, the
West’s ultimate poor little
rich girl, had foreshadowed
her own demise in the
character of Artie Dallas,
her heroine in Star of Blood.
“No friends visit her lowly
grave, but perhaps
occasionally a wild bird
hovers over the lonely spot,
chanting a carol whose
plaintive notes ascend into
the infinite realms above and
invocate, ‘Be merciful to her,
for she knew not what she
did.””

at a state convention, which
voted to unseat him and the
entire state legislature.

Curtis pushed the Confederate
troops south to Pea Ridge in
northwest Arkansas. The Union
victory there on March 7, 1862,
was followed by the capture of
New Madrid on the Mississippi

The withdrawal
of federal troops to the East
had left control of western
territories in the hands of
untrained local militia and
inexperienced officials.

fired on Fort Sumter,
Jackson had organized a
sizeable Confederate
force to take the large
federal arsenal at St.

In Minnesota the
Santee Sioux were
refused food supplies
because government
officials had delayed
payment. The Santee
rebelled in 1862, attacking
Fort Ridgely and killing
settlers throughout western
Minnesota. They were joined
by the Yankton Sioux, but
their rising came to an end
in September when federal
and militia troops captured
2000 Sioux. Thirty-eight
